There were about 300 members when the Association was started in 2009.
BOARD MEETINGS.  
There have been only 3 Board meetings as everything was put on a waiting list from March, due to the Corona-situation. 
Plans had been made for an interesting meeting in April. To remember the outbreak of the Korean War 70 years ago, the NORMASH-movie was to be shown. The other part of the program was going to be an historical overview of adoption from Korea to Norway after the Korean war. Unfortunately the meeting had to be cancelled.

ACTIVITIES
1. 7. September 2019. General Assembly.
The General Assembly took place in Ambassador Nam’s Residence with about 100 people present. The first part of the meeting was the formal General Assembly with annual report and elections. Elections: Marita Nordbø, Egil Aksnes and Jennie Steidel were re-elected for two years.  (Lucie Paus Falck, Didrik Bakke Dukefoss and Karina Castberg were elected for 2 years in 2018.)
